The major advantages are:

The ability to quickly see and understand how the data 
actually maps to the issues at hand, and to manage 
costs by shaping an investigation to fit the data and 
problem. Traditionally, costs have been reflected by 
how a vendor managed the data, as much as how the 
data was relevant to their case.

Our initial processing is highly scalable, allowing 
the system to handle many issues not traditionally 
handled by early case assessment tools (e.g., OCR 
large number of images, remove protection and/or 
encryption from large numbers of documents).  Exego 
uses the complete text and metadata, which facilitates 
fast and accurate searching.

Exego also provides analytical information not 
traditionally available in ECA Tools. For example, not all 
early case assessment tools can search and find every 
MS Word® Document that was modified by a specific 
user within a given date/time range.  Exego can do this 
and more, all at the early case assessment stage.
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ADVANCED SEARCHING
Multiple Keyword/Phrase Searching 
Searching can be performed effortlessly even when performing hundreds of searches at one time. Exego allows these searches to be done  
“on the fly,” or as predefined searches defined by the client.  

Keyword Suggestion/Review 
Exego provides the user with a list of terms that are related or variations on those words so that the user can determine the BEST terms to use 
in Keyword searching. This list is provided in real-time as the user types in the search terms OR as part of a report that can be generated for 
specific terms.  This report allows subject matter experts to review these terms and decide what queries will provide the most complete and 
comprehensive search for responsive documents.

Search Reporting 
Exego can generate a sophisticated search report for each search that is performed in the system. This report shows exactly how each term/
phrase in the search matched against documents within the population (i.e., what word variations were matched against when using stemming, 
fuzzy and/or synonym searching) along with the frequency counts. Furthermore, Exego identifies which queries actually found UNIQUE 
documents (i.e., no other query in the search set hit on this document). These functionalities allow the client and subject matter experts to  
fine-tune their search terms and filters very early in the process and get continual feedback on how well they are working over time.  The reports 
provide clarity and defensibility to the process utilized by the client.

Leverage the scalability of the Exego platform to process more data up front, handle difficult document types that have protection/encryption, 
as well as handle large volumes of image-only data. Other early case assessment tools either incur a large time penalty in performing these 
functions due to the lack of scalability, or just don’t have these features.  

Exego has analytic capabilities that can reduce the time for review as well as improve the quality of the review process. Some examples are:

Exego normalizes large numbers of metadata fields so that searches across multiple document types (MS Office, PDF, Lotus Notes®, MS 
Outlook®/Exchange, AOL PFC emails, Bloomberg®, and many other formats) are handled seamlessly.  

Exego utilizes the SA S70 Type II certified Planet Data Computing Centers in New York and Denver to provide a secure and continuously 
available service.  

Exego supports de-duplication that can be customized to client need. For example, the metadata used to de-duplicate emails can be 
customized to handle special situations (e.g., a forensic tool has appended data into some metadata fields that could impact de-duplication 
across the entire population of emails).

The Exego platform is designed to work effectively with both large and small collections.

Exego supports a RICH set of search operators as well as complete integration with power filters:
	 A.  Synonym Searching
	 B.  Proximity Operators
	 C.  Fuzzy Searching
	 D.  Metadata Searching

Exego allows the client to create predefined search sets that can be run against the data. This prevents users from forgetting to set up a 
search correctly and provides a method for tracking what was actually done to create an Export Set.  This feature provides full visibility for 
the client (as well as external users of the data) for defensibility purposes.

Exego supports a large number of email types natively. Most types of email formats do not need to be “converted.” (Example:  Lotus 
Notes®, MS Outlook®/Exchange, AOL PFC emails, Bloomberg®, and many other formats)

Exego supports a VERY large number of archive file types and handles data to any depth (e.g., archive file types contained within other 
archive types).

Exego provides full support for Unicode and other languages. 

Custom metadata tagging that identifies spreadsheets with hidden worksheets, PPT’s with hidden slides, documents that contain embedded/
compound documents and many other features.  The metadata tags are immediately searchable and reviewable with the Exego platform, 
and are utilized to select documents for processing/production and review.

Analyze email domains to determine with whom individuals are communicating most frequently, as well as a global look at what email 
domains are being addressed across the entire population of emails.
